


Twelve Day Journey - November 8-19 - Find your own flights to Tel Aviv. Then
take a Shared Taxi or “Sherut” from the front of the airport to the Hotel
Metropolitan in Tel Aviv - two blocks from the Mediterranean Sea.

DAY ONE - Tuesday, November 8 - Reserve your own flight to leave the U.S. on November 8 and
arrive at Ben Gurion Airport in Israel by Wednesday evening November 9. We are planning to meet
at the Hotel Metropolitan in Tel Aviv at 6 P.M. before dinner. Excellent fares are usually plentiful in
November. Book early while seating is still available!

Enjoy dinner together, then take a walk by the shores of the Mediterranean before you sleep.

DAY THREE - Thursday, November 10 - Take our beautiful, air conditioned coach to begin your
day at Caesarea where Paul was imprisoned and from where many disciples left to take the gospel
all over the world! See Herod’s Palace and The Ancient Roman Theatre where Herod Agrippa
spoke to the people of Judea. Pray over Mount Carmel and Megiddo as we head north to the hills
overlooking Nazareth. As we reach The Sea of Galilee, stop at Magdala, the home of Mary
Magdalene, and then head south around the Sea for a Special Baptismal Service at the Jordan
River. Then return to Tiberias to:

In the evening, walk down to Tiberias and enjoy the restaurants and shops open by the water.

DAY FOUR - Friday, November 11 - Head northeast of the Sea of Galilee to pray at The Valley of
Tears on the border of Syria in the Golan Heights. As we come down from the Golan, we’ll visit
the Biblical village of Chorazin. Pray in Capernaum where Jesus did so many miracles! Then set
sail from The Plains of Gennesaret as we intercede on a boat ride on the Sea of Galilee.

DAY FIVE - Saturday, November 12 - Pray over the Border of Jordan as we travel to the fortress
of Masada where the last Jewish fighters held out against Rome until the very end! Then relax at
The Dead Sea, an experience like nothing else, effortlessly floating in the water as you look to the
Mountains of Moab to the east! Drive past Jericho up to pray at The Western Wall in The Holy
City of Jerusalem. As the sun sets, dinner awaits at our hotel in the center of Jerusalem.

DAY SIX - Sunday, November 13 - Pray on The Temple Mount. Worship at The Pools of
Bethesda. See “Jerusalem as Jesus knew it” at The Israel Museum. Your heart will be stirred
as you experience the time of the Holocaust at the Yad Va’Shem Memorial on Mount Herzl. Then
shop where Israel shops at the open air market of Mahane Yehudah.

DAY SEVEN - Monday, November 14 - Pray together at the Stairway up to The Temple where
Jesus often taught His disciples. It was near here that Peter preached that first sermon on the Day
of Pentecost and the Holy Spirit was poured out on 3,000 new believers! Visit The Dungeon where
our Lord was imprisoned in The House of the High Priest, Caiaphas, before His crucifixion on
Calvary. Reflect and pray in The Garden of Gethsemane. Then enter The Old City of
Jerusalem at Jaffa Gate and spend a moment worshiping in Christ Church, the Oldest
Protestant Church in the Middle East. Shop in the nearby stores. Take Communion at The
Garden Tomb as we celebrate His Resurrection together! In the evening, you're invited to a
Special Worship Service with the people of Jerusalem at The ETH&S House of Peace.

DAY EIGHT - Tuesday, November 15 - Visit and pray over the town of Ariel in The Mountains of
Judea. Then spend a time with the Lord and Pray in Shiloh, where The Tabernacle stood for
three centuries! We'll visit Yad HaShmonah and then travel through Ein Karem, the home of
John the Baptist, on our way back to our hotel to rest before The Jerusalem Summons begins.

DAY NINE and TEN - Wednesday and Thursday, November 9 and 10 - Internationally known
Ministries and Ministers from the Land of Israel will be leading you in prayer! Be inspired and
intercede for God’s Purposes in His Covenant Land and the Nations as we meet together in His
Presence in this beautiful and uplifting Israel Prayer Tower, overlooking the City of Jerusalem!
DAY ELEVEN - Friday, November 18 - Start your Last Day in the Holy City at The Knesset,
Israel’s Seat of Government, to pray for the government and the nation. Then travel back to Tel
Aviv to visit Independence Hall where the “nation was born in a day”! Then visit with Israeli
believers at Dugit Coffee House. In the evening, share some of the wonderful things the Lord has
done in a Farewell Dinner. Then our bus will take us all to Ben Gurion Airport for evening flights
home. Be sure to book your return flight home on this evening or early in the morning of the
19th. Many flights back to the U.S. will leave around 1 A.M. on November 19th to arrive that
same day in the U.S.
